He had attended a meeting with a member of the Highways Department with regard to local flooding on Main Roads in Overton and Middleton. County Councillor Austen was informed that gully cleaning only took place once a year due to restraints on budget. However the drains on Middleton Road had been cleared and the water had subsided.
He had attended a meeting of the local bus users group, the issue with additional services was down to the lack of drivers.
Local Government Reorganisation – proposals had to be with central government by November 30th although the new authorities would not come into effect until 2027/28.
There was still some debate about the division of the County of Lancashire with various options from a simple North/South divide to amalgamation of 3 or more existing councils. 
There had been no decision made on County Care Homes but for many the buildings were not up to present standards. The reviews were on going.
